AN OPEN LETTER TO ALL LIFE MEMBERS 
 
From: The Board of Directors of Optimist International 
 
Being a Life Member indicates your strong sustained support for the organization.  You believe in what our Clubs do 
and you have committed yourself to our mission of providing hope and positive vision to kids.  In many cases, your 
Life Membership was awarded to you by your Club in honor of your year as Club President or for many years of 
dedicated service.  Many of us on the Board are also Life Members.  We understand the strong emotional attachment 
to being a Life Member. 
 
Today, our organization faces a serious emergency that requires all Life Members to step up and do something more. 
The worldwide financial crisis is affecting not only governments, financial markets, corporations and small 
businesses. Optimist International finds itself struggling to survive financially.  Total membership in Optimist Clubs 
has fallen from 175,000 in 1990 to 96,000 today.  Our average annual decline in membership is 3 percent.  Recent new 
laws governing pension plans have created additional, unexpected expenditures for the organization.  The cost of 
doing business continues to rise each year while our reserves have been all but depleted. 
 
As your Board of Directors, we have taken several steps in recent years to trim expenses to try and keep up with ever-
rising costs. Twelve staff positions have been eliminated over the past six years. Annual personnel salary increases 
have been drastically cut.  We have eliminated several programs that we felt we could no longer afford, i.e., the Rose 
Parade float.  We have made many other tough decisions that ultimately have left the organization weaker and less 
able to meet the needs of our Clubs and Members. 
 
Here is our request of you.  Would you voluntarily give up the reduced dues advantage that being a Life Member 
affords you?  If every Life Member voluntarily paid full dues the organization would receive an additional $560,000 of 
revenue each year.  This would allow us to continue our present level of service to all Members and Clubs. 
 
If you are already paying full dues to your Club, but your Club continues to pay the Life Membership amount for you 
to Optimist International, please request your Club Secretary/Treasurer to start sending the full amount with the next 
dues billing.
